Dear Mr. President:

I am writing to you not only on behalf of the Coalition for the Advancement of Medical Research (CAMR) but also on behalf of the broad and diverse community in support of the Stem Cell Research Enhancement Act, H.R. 810.  An historic collection of groups have come together to stand behind this bill and the promise that it offers to end the suffering of 100 million patients and their families in our great nation.  Together, we are asking you to sign H.R. 810 into law.

Nobel laureates, virtually every major medical and scientific professional association, major research universities and institutions, and affected patient advocacy organizations all support H.R. 810.   The House of Representatives passed the bill on May 24, 2005 by a vote of 238 to 194.  The Senate passed the bill by a vote of 63 - 37.  A recent poll demonstrated that 72% of the Americans support embryonic stem cell research. 

Today, we respectfully present to you a letter signed by 591 different groups in support of H.R. 810.  The overwhelming support is clear. The American public and the majority of their elected leaders of all political stripes want this bill signed into law.

I urge you to consider the suffering of millions who view the passage of this bill as the promise they need to continue their struggle to fight their illnesses.  The unfettered progress of embryonic stem cell research, fully funded by the federal government, could be the turning point in curing so many devastating diseases and conditions.   We look to you to fulfill that promise by signing H.R. 810 into law.
